Ringing Singing Christmas Cards We take our
Christmas ring and sing books and ring and sing for
people (kind of like caroling)! We made a form that

the buyer fills out including the name, address and
telephone number of someone they would like us

to ring and sing for. They also get to choose 2 songs
from the list on the form (the ones from the books).

At the bottom of the form they can write a note to the
recipient. We then take the bottom note and attach it

to a plate of haltlozen baked goodies and give it to

the recipient. We try to do this on a Saturday or Sunday
afternoon/evening. We call ahead to make sure the
people are home and tell them we have a delivery for
them and we will be coming by. We then give them the
plate and the note and ring and sing the songs that
were requested. This is a simple one to do as it only
takes 7 people and they
We even dress up in Victorian costumes like the carolers
in the Christmas Carol.
