Each one had t
excitedly share their story with me while others had to go change money into quarters for the phone. Needless to say,
my kids were absolutely blown away by this festival! Indeed, this was-ehiifaging event for several of my kids! |

only wish | could have gone to learn more about this instrument that had so intrigued my ringers and |.

The following year, 1975, | received information about a National Festival in Logan thélclosest site to Arizona.
We only had two octaves and the kids were torn between spending the money we saved for a third octave or go to the
festival. As it turned out, we were able to do both, and | was able to go also.

That Festival was truly lifehanging for mé in many respects. | had my first bout with food poisoning, and spent 2

days pretty much in bed. But the classes were excellent and the Final Concert was awesome. What a sound! 1200 rir
ers all ringing the same thing under one of the best conductors we have ever had, Donald E. Allured. He was wearing
white tails, and on the final chord Béestdaghe looked like Moses parting the Red Sea, and had absolute command of
al |l 1200 ringers! I remember thinking to myself, #fwl

We travelled by bus to that festival with the Bells
Church, directed by Lynn Hauck. On the way back, we spent the night in Kanab, UT, and sitting by the pool watching
our two choirs, who got along great, Lynn shared that she would like to take her choir in two years to her reunion at Mt.
Holyoke College, and then to the Eastern National Festival at the University of Massachusetts in Amherst. Someone
said, AWhat if . . .0 so we decided to think about t
gave us two years to plan and raise money.

We accomplished that goal and took 26 people on a 48 passenger buS@anth€anyon State Ringefrom Tucson

through Phoenix, ringing a concert at each of our churches, then performed 26 concerts in 28 days touring across the
country to Washington D.C., NJ, NY, MA, NH, VT, and back to Arizona. What an incredible trip this was for all of us.
A lot of us still keep in touch with each other, even after all these years. Both choirs continued to see each other at Ste
Area 11 and National Festivals in the many years following our tour. To our knowledge, this is the first time two choirs
from two churches over 100 miles away joined forces for a tour of this magnitude. This happened as a direct result of
the 1975 National Festival in Logan, UT.

That s wh atithey tauly bringwaut choir thto a oneness with each other, allows your choir to gain confi-
dence individually and collectively, expands musici al
ally and as a group. This happens through the knowledge gained in classes and workshops, critically observing other
groups (how they look when they ring, new techniques, new music, etc.), and the incredible fellowship the ringers have
with each other and ringers from other choirs, other parts of the country, and, perhaps, other parts of the world. A han
bell festival is indeed a very unique event that every handbell ringer should experience. For first time attendees, this is
event that, at least, will be an egpening experience if not a lifshanging experience for them. And, like handbells

themselves, it is just plain fun!
